The time that we spent with you was indeed 

“good and pleasant” (Psa 133.1) and assured us of the hand of God upon us as we venture to the 

Philippine harvest field as first-term missionaries. We are thankful to the Lord for your prayers, 

encouragement and financial participation in this blessed endeavor.
