Allow us to give you an update of what had 
transpired during the last four months of our stay. 
Niel finished his post-grad studies at Grand 
Rapids Theological Seminary. Joy successfully 

home schooled the children in preparation for their 
formal schooling in the Philippines. Haniel and Naomi 
were able to learn how to read, write and do some 
simple math which would give them a good start in 
their schooling. We had the opportunity to preach 
and do ministry presentation in five different states - 
traveling more than 9,000 miles and visiting 17 
churches. The time that we spent with you was 
indeed “good and pleasant” (Psa 133.1) and assured 
us of the hand of God upon us as we venture to the 
Philippine harvest field as first-term missionaries.  
We are thankful to the Lord for your prayers, 
encouragement and financial participation in this 
blessed endeavor. 

We are all trying to adjust back to the heat            
and humidity again but still grateful we're out of 
Michigan 's freeze.: ) We think of you all and thank 
the Lord again for all of you as we look back on our 
time there in the United States.
